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Dr. Siu Ming Kwok is the Associate Director of the School of Public
Policy at the University of Calgary. He previously served as the
Associate Dean (Undergraduate Programs) and Associate Dean
(Southern Alberta Region) in the Faculty of Social Work. In this role
he was responsible for the strategic direction and academic quality
of all the social work undergraduate programs, which includes
campuses in Calgary, Edmonton, Lethbridge; programs at Red Deer,
Medicine Hat, and Grande Prairie; and the online program.

Before he joined the University of Calgary in 2016, he was a
Professor at King’s University College at Western University and was
the Academic Director of the Southwestern Regional Hub of Ontario,
Youth Research and Evaluation Exchange (YouthREX) which is
funded by Ontario’s Ministry of Children, Community and Social
Services and housed in King’s University College at Western
University.
